The transparency of the sky during
most of the year will allows the
contemplation of the magnificence
of the southern sky which offers
unique views of the Milky Way galaxy
and of the Large and Small
Magellanic Clouds (the closest
external galaxies), and much more.

WEATHER STATISTICS

As with many outdoor activities the conditions for astronomical observing are highly dependent
on weather, and ATATA CANNOT GUARANTEE PERFECT conditions for all of its expeditions.
Nevertheless, the Atacama desert area surrounding San Pedro is world-renowned for its outstanding
clear, dry skies for major fractions of the year.

Optimal observing conditions in Chajnantor occur throughout the April — November (inclusive) time
period, although some small fluctuations (<3mm) are also seen during July-August corresponding
to the chilean winter. The conditions are even slightly better at the lower elevations ( ~ 7500 ft.)
closer to San Pedro where most of the QuasarChile observing sessions take place.

Statistically, the chances of having one or more observing sessions prevented by clouds are very
low during the April - May - June and Sept - October - November months and quite low during
July - August.
